HOW TO SELL CHRISTMAS TREES AND WREATHS

-Remember to speak clearly, loudly and distinctly. Your customer MUST be able to hear and 
understand what you are saying. 

-Wear your full Class-A uniform. You'll find many people are interested in supporting the Boy 
Scouts. 

- Wear your NAME TAG and make sure your name is already filled in on the order form on both 
the top and bottom portions. 

- Discuss with your parents whether they would like to accompany you on your sales outings. 

Here's an example of what you could say when you go door to door selling trees and wreaths in 
your neighborhood: 


“Hello!! My name is 
. I am a Boy Scout in Troop 62.” 

Hand the large laminated sales poster to the customer that shows the three wreaths, poinsettia and prices for the Christmas trees so they can be looking at it as you are talking to them-VERY IMPORTANT! 

“We are selling gorgeous, Fraser Fir Christmas trees from Northern Michigan 
and beautiful Evergreen Wreaths with pine cones and bows from Washington State. The 
wreaths will look just like they do in the pictures. These trees and wreaths are guaranteed
 to make your home smell and look like the Holiday Season this Christmas! 

We pre-sell our trees and wreaths. When you place an order now, it will guarantee that 
we have exactly what you ordered when you come to our Christmas tree lot the weekend of 
December 2nd. They also make wonderful gifts for friends or family. 

I have an order form with me. Would you like to place an order now for a tree and a 
wreath?”

At this point stop and wait for them to say yes or to ask some questions. If they say they would 
like to buy one, hand them the order form and a pen and ask them to fill it out, top and bottom. Make sure the form is completely filled out. When you receive their cash or check for their total order amount, cut off the bottom portion and give it to them. This is their receipt for what they ordered and it also has the date and times for the lot hours as well as a map to our lot on the back of the form. Ask them to bring this receipt to the lot when they come to pick up their items. 

“I will call you a few days before the lot opens to remind you to pick up your order. Please bring this receipt with you when you come to the lot. Thank you!! “

When receiving an order by mail or email, ALWAYS send an email back or call the customer to let them know you have received their order and thank them for their support.  

If your parent’s workplace allows your parent to post a flyer or send an email asking if anyone would be interested in supporting Troop 62 with a tree or wreath purchase or donation, this can be a simple way to pick up a few more sales.  Be sure your parent has order forms on hand to make it easy to order when a co-worker shows interest.
